I’ve had many “homes”:  New York City, the Catskill Mountains of New York, Indiana, Philadelphia, northwestern Alabama and now the Allentown area. I’ve had many “jobs” or “vocations” including daughter and sister, student, wife, mother, grandmother, volunteer, marriage and family therapist, pastoral care provider, and disaster response coordinator. How about you?

Now we are adding a new dimension to our journeys. As I become Pastoral Care Provider for this gathering of God’s people, we are becoming traveling companions. As we journey together in the next months and, perhaps, even years, we will, with God’s guidance, continue to define and refine that relationship.

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Just come near
Rev. Stuart Sacks was serving in Paraguay when Rafael, a Maka Indian, came and sat on his porch. Sacks, who’d been inside eating, went out to see what the man wanted. Rafael said, “Ham, henek met,” which means “I don’t want anything; I have just come near.”

The pastor, not understanding the significance of that statement, again asked what he could do for Rafael. But the answer was the same.

When Sacks later shared the incident, a veteran missionary explained it was Rafael’s way showing honor. He didn’t need anything in particular, he just wanted to sit on the pastor’s porch. He found satisfaction and pleasure merely by being near him.

Sacks points out that the phrase “Ham, henek met” also reveals the heart of true worship. When the Lord asks, “What brings you here, my child?” we don’t need to mention or ask for anything specific. We can reply that we simply want to come near our God.
